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From Mountain Maryland to the Atlantic Ocean, the 
Maryland Department of Natural Resources man-
ages 75 state parks on 141,000 acres of land, with 
access to hundreds of miles of land and water trails, 
hosting more than 14 million annual visitors.

Local Impact
The department provides grants and loans to local 
jurisdictions and organizations to assist with pres-
ervation of open space, community parks and other 
projects that benefit Maryland’s environment.
